Course description:

We have all heard about "math anxiety." But is there such a thing as "poetry anxiety" as well? Through
careful, weekly pairings of poems, old and new, this course will introduce students to a range of literary
styles, techniques, voices, and themes. This course will instruct students in detecting the cultural and
imaginative cross-currents of poems. The ways in which poems offer us a unique form of historical
knowledge and register cultural change will be key concerns of the course. How to talk knowledgeably and
to write persuasively about poetry will be central aims of the course. Students will emerge with a critical
vocabulary for thinking and writing about poetry.

The final examination will be a closed book, no aids permitted examination; the exam will cover all lecture
material and assigned readings.
Students must sit the in-class test and the final exam in order qualify for the passing grade in the course.

Explanation of Participation Grade: Attendance will be crucial in this course and regular, well-informed
participation is expected from all class members. In addition to the expectation of regular contributions to
class discussion, there will be unscheduled short in-class exercises on the day's readings or other course
concepts and lecture material. The completion of these exercises will count towards the global participation
grade. There will be no make-ups for missed exercises. I will take attendance in this course periodically but



attendance will not be counted towards the participation grade (please *do not* get in touch if you will be,
ot have, missed a class. According to the Calendar description E.3 Attendance, it is the student's
responsibility to attend class meetings and to complete course components).

A medical certificate, preferably from the University's Health Centre will be required if one is absent from
the in-class test.

The quality of your writing and grading thereof will be an important factor in your evaluation in this course.
There will be no extra-credit assignments in this course.
Students must be available up until the end of the exam period (April 15-26).

Essay Submission and Late Assignment Policy: It is the policy of this course that written assignments
must be submitted only *in class* (and at the beginning of class only). Electronic submission of assignments
is not permitted. Essays cannot be submitted for this course to the Department of English office or its
drop-box. I do not grant extensions. Late essays will be penalized at the rate of 5% per day of lateness
(including both Saturdays and Sundays). If considering a late submission, bear in mind that essays, as stated
above, can only be submitted *in class.* No essay will be accepted more than five days after the original due
date.

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PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is an extremely serious offence. Please read the following information carefully. The penalty
routinely recommended by the English Department for documented plagiarism is failure of the course in
which the offence occurred; academic probation is also routinely applied at the Faculty level. Suspension or
expulsion can result from severe or repeated plagiarism.

The University Calendar states:

1. Plagiarism - Essentially plagiarism involves submitting or presenting work in a course as if it were the
student's own work done expressly for that particular course when, in fact, it is not. Most commonly
plagiarism exists when:

(a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one
submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise
substituting the work of another for one's own in an examination or test),

(b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author,

(c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or,

(d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course
(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of
the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of
other scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.

Plagiarism occurs when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement, or
when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. Citing your sources in a bibliography is
not enough, because a bibliography does not establish which parts of a student’s work are taken from other
sources. MLA (Modern Language Association) documentation or other recognized forms of citation must
be used for this purpose.

DEPARTMENT OF ENGLISH STATEMENT ON PRINCIPLES OF CONDUCT

According to the University Calendar, (http://www.ucalgary.ca/pubs/calendar/current/j.html)
