Course Description:

Selected novels and short stories. Emphasizes fundamental skills: how to read a text accurately
and critically; how to write logically, clearly, and correctly. We will practice these skills through
reading, writing, and discussing texts that illuminate the human condition and some very human
dilemmas.

Required Texts:

Goto, Hiromi. Chorus of Mushrooms. (Newest)
Salinger, J. D. Catcher in the Rye. (Little, Brown)
Shelley, Mary. Frankenstein. (Broadview)

We will also be reading some short stories, to be announced in the first class, and which will be
available online.

Schedule of readings and assignments: You will receive this in the first week of term.



Assignments and Evaluation:

First essay (500-750 words): 15%
Second essay (750 — 1250 words): 25%
Seminar participation: 10%

Midterm test: 20%

Final examination: 30%

The final examination will be scheduled by the Registrar during the final examination period,
April 19 — 30, 2013. You must be available for examinations until the last day of the
examination period.

Grading system: Assignments will be graded according to the University’s official grading
scheme and the English Department’s conversion chart, summarized below:

Please note that, according to the University Calendar (F.1), instructors may use their discretion
when rounding upwards or downwards when the average of term work and exams is between
two letter grades.

Although the A+ is solely an honorific that entails no additional points in the four-point system,
the course instructor will employ this mark to distinguish superlative work that exceeds
expectations in style, correctness, intellectual depth and breadth, sophistication, and originality.

1. You must complete all the assignments and exams in order to be eligible for a passing
grade in this course.

2. Please submit your essays to your seminar leader punctually at the beginning of the class
in which they are due. If for some reason you are unable to submit them in class, please
deliver them to the English Department office (11™ floor Social Sciences) where they will
be date stamped and delivered to your seminar leader.

3. Assignments may not be submitted electronically unless you have your seminar leader’s
express permission.

4. Please keep a copy of your essays in case of loss by any cause.

5. No extra-credit assignments.

6. Unless you have a valid reason for needing an extension, assignments submitted after the
deadline will be penalized with the loss of a third of a grade (e.g., an A- to B+) for each
business day (not class) that the assignment is overdue. Please note that work for other
courses is not a valid reason for requesting an extension!

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PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is an extremely serious offence. Please read the following information carefully. The
penalty routinely recommended by the English Department for documented plagiarism is failure of
the course in which the offence occurred; academic probation is also routinely applied at the Faculty
level. Suspension or expulsion can result from severe or repeated plagiarism.

The University Calendar states:

1. Plagiarism - Essentially plagiarism involves submitting or presenting work in a course as if it were
the student's own work done expressly for that particular course when, in fact, it is not. Most
commonly plagiarism exists when:

(a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one
submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise
substituting the work of another for one's own in an examination or test),

(b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author,

(c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or,

(d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course
(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior
agreement of the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions
of other scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.

Plagiarism occurs when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement,
or when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. Citing your sources in a
bibliography is not enough, because a bibliography does not establish which parts of a student’s work
are taken from other sources. MLA (Modern Language Association) documentation or other
recognized forms of citation must be used for this purpose. Advice on adequate documentation can
be found at the following web sites:

DEPARTMENT OF ENGLISH STATEMENT ON PRINCIPLES OF CONDUCT

According to the University Calendar, (http://www.ucalgary.ca/pubs/calendar/current/j.html)
