Course description: In this course we will examine renditions of the superhuman, both celebrated and 
monstrous, from ancient times to the present, considering these characters as representative of the 
archetypes with which we construct our myths, the others by which we define ourselves, and the 
metaphors with which we construct reality.  We will consider the superhuman from a number of critical 
perspectives, including the historical, the archetypal, and the feminist.  Students will be expected to 
engage critically with all the varied texts, with the goal of developing skills in critical reading 
and effective, logical writing, employing terminology and techniques learned in the lectures to a variety 
of written assignments.  
 
Texts and readings:

The Tempest – William Shakespeare, OUP Canadian edition 
Frankenstein – Mary Shelley, Dover Publications 
The Metamorphosis – Franz Kafka, Dover Publications 
The Adventures of Kavalier and Clay – Michael Chabon, Random House reprint 
All-Star Superman – Grant Morrison and Frank Quitely, DC Comics 
[Online – various myths, short theoretical readings, selections from Wallace Stevens’ “Notes Toward a 
Supreme Fiction”] 
 
Assignments and Evaluation:  
6 reading quizzes (Sir Gawain, The Tempest, Frankenstein, The Metamorphosis, Kavalier and Clay, All-
Star Superman) x 2% each = 10%, lowest score will be dropped at end of term. 
 
Short writing assignment - Find a famous pair of hero(ine) and villain (i.e., Superman and Lex Luthor, 
Harry Potter and Lord Voldemort) – what qualities do these characters possess that complement each 
other, what qualities that oppose each other?  What is it about their relationship that has made them a 
successful pairing? Consider why it is important for a literary hero to have a foil. (250-300 words, 
proper MLA formatting of source) 

- due in class September 25th. Value – 10% 
 

 
 



 

Short Writing assignment – find a treatment of the superhuman online (i.e., a meme featuring Batman, a 
webcomic commenting on the superhero) (I will provide examples.)  Write a critical assessment of the 
piece, what it is celebrating/parodying/critiquing about this cultural figure. Link this to one of the texts 
we have studies so far.  (250 – 300 words, proper MLA formatting of sources) 

- due in class October 23rd. Value – 10% 
 
Proposal for final essay – outlining thesis statement, texts addressed, major points of essay, outside 
sources considered. A list of suggested topics will be provided. Students who wish to create their own 
topic must have it approved by the instructor 2 weeks before the proposal is due. (200 words, proper 
MLA formatting of bibliography)  

- due in class November 9th. Value – 15% 
 
Final Essay – critical examination of one text on the course through the lens of one critical article 
presented in the course.  Must also include 2 outside sources. (1000-1200 words)  

- due in class November 30th. Value – 25% 
 
Registrar scheduled Final Exam – short answer and short essay.

Students must hand in all assignments (except quizzes) and sit the final exam in order to qualify for a 
passing grade in the course. Assignments can be submitted either electronically or hard copy. Electronic 
submissions must be sent before the beginning of class on due dates. 
Assignments submitted after the deadline will be penalized with the loss of a third of a grade (an A- to B+) 
for each business day [not class] that the assignment is overdue.  No assignments will be accepted one week 
past the assignment deadline without the prior consent of the instructor.

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PLAGIARISM 
 
Plagiarism is an extremely serious offence. Please read the following information carefully. The penalty 
routinely recommended by the English Department for documented plagiarism is failure of the course in 
which the offence occurred; academic probation is also routinely applied at the Faculty level. Suspension or 
expulsion can result from severe or repeated plagiarism. 
 
The University Calendar states: 
 
1. Plagiarism - Essentially plagiarism involves submitting or presenting work in a course as if it were the 
student's own work done expressly for that particular course when, in fact, it is not. Most commonly 
plagiarism exists when: 
(a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one 
submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise 
substituting the work of another for one's own in an examination or test), 
(b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author, 
(c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or, 
(d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course 
(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of 
the instructor involved. 
 
While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of 
other scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted. 
 
Plagiarism occurs when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement, or 
when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. Citing your sources in a bibliography is 
not enough, because a bibliography does not establish which parts of a student’s work are taken from other 
sources.  MLA (Modern Language Association) documentation or other recognized forms of citation must 
be used for this purpose.
