Course description:  

 

This course is an historical overview of fantasy literature. The literary works cover diverse areas of 

fantasy literature, such as dark fantasy, high fantasy, and magic realism. This course involves critical 

thinking. The grade for all written work will be based on an ability to engage the texts in a critical and 

comprehensive manner. Students will receive instruction in critical writing.

 Essay    (1,850-1,900 words) 35%    

 Midterm Examination 20%  

 Short Written Reader Responses/Quizzes 10% 

 Final Examination 35%   

The Final Examination is scheduled by the Office of the Registrar during the period December 10-

19 inclusive. Students must be available for examinations up to the last day of the examination 

period. 

 

Please note that students must complete both examinations and the essay to receive a passing 

grade in the course. A detailed schedule of readings and assignment due dates will be distributed 

the first day of lectures.

There will be six short Written Reader Responses/Quizzes completed during class time.  Short written 

reader responses will offer practice in textual analysis and prepare for the term essay. Short quizzes 

will test reading attention and comprehension. The best five out of six will comprise the mark.   

 

 

TERM ESSAY                                     (35%) 

 

Essays are to be submitted at the beginning of class on the due date listed in the schedule. Essays 

submitted late are penalized by a third of a grade for every day they are late.   (For example, a “B” 

paper submitted one day late will be graded as a “B-”). No essays will be accepted over E-mail.

Students are encouraged to attend all classes. The instructor regards class discussion as an integral 

part of the course; students are expected to prepare for and contribute to class discussion. Please read 

each work before the first class in which it will be discussed. Reading the works as soon as possible, 

reading ahead of the schedule, facilitates inter-textual comparisons and analysis. 

 

If it is not possible to do 

so, take your assignment to SS1152 and put it in the drop box, where your assignment will be date-

stamped and placed in the instructor's mailbox. Please keep a copy of your assignment in case of loss 

by any cause.

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PLAGIARISM 
 

Plagiarism is an extremely serious offence. Please read the following information carefully. The penalty 

routinely recommended by the English Department for documented plagiarism is failure of the course in 

which the offence occurred; academic probation is also routinely applied at the Faculty level. 

Suspension or expulsion can result from severe or repeated plagiarism. 
 

The University Calendar states: 

 

1. Plagiarism - Essentially plagiarism involves submitting or presenting work in a course as if it were the 

student's own work done expressly for that particular course when, in fact, it is not. Most commonly 

plagiarism exists when: 

(a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one 

submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise 

substituting the work of another for one's own in an examination or test), 

(b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author, 

(c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or, 

(d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course 

(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of 

the instructor involved. 

 

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of 

other scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted. 

 

Plagiarism occurs when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement, or 

when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. Citing your sources in a bibliography is 

not enough, because a bibliography does not establish which parts of a student’s work are taken from other 

sources.  MLA (Modern Language Association) documentation or other recognized forms of citation must 

be used for this purpose.

DEPARTMENT OF ENGLISH STATEMENT ON PRINCIPLES OF CONDUCT 

 
According to the University Calendar, (http://www.ucalgary.ca/pubs/calendar/current/j.html)
